Dear Tribal Members:

There 1s some good news
regarding the tax on Indian
Gaming, however, it 1s still not
in the clear yet. The good news
is that the Senate took this part
out of the bill. Senator John
Breaux sits on the Finance Com-
mittee and was instrumental in
getting this done. We owe our
thanks to him. If the House
does not take it out, then it goes
to a conference committee com-
posed of five (5) members each
from the House and Senate to
come to an agreement. On the
House Appropriations Commit-
tee, our Representative, Billy
Tauzin, 1s a member. I spoke
with Billy on October 20th to
follow-up on the meeting the
Tribe had with him earlier during
the first week of October. Billy
was going to talk to the Speaker
of the House, Newt Gingrich,
about taking this portion out of
the House Bill. Billy assured me
on the 20th that he had spoken to
Newt’s top aide about the issue,
but was still going to try and
make personal contact with the
Speaker. He also assured me
that he had spoken to some of

the other committee members
and felt like he was making some
progress. 1 hope he can con-
vince them to do this because
this would make him a champion
in Indian Country throughout the
Nation.

I must say that our Congress-
men have gone to bat for us
every time we have asked them
to. We regret losing J. Bennett
Johnston who will not seek re-
election. however it appears that
Billy Tauzin may run for his
seat.

Elections

I would like to thank all of
you who went to the polls and
voted on October the 21st. The
turnout was great. Please return
to the polls on November 18th
and again  support  your
candidates in the runoff election.

At this point, it appears that
Mike Foster may be the next
governor. If so, I think it would
be very beneficial to the Tribe to
have a local person as Governor
so that we may then have access
to the Governor’s Office on a
personal basis.

CDBG Block Grant

The Tribe recently got
notification from HUD that we
were funded for $640,000 to put
in the new streets with water and
sewer to create more homesites.
The Tribe will put up $40,000
matching funds and the project
should begin soon.

The environmental
assessment 1s now being done in
order to get a FONSI (Finding of
No Significant Impact). The
Corps of Engimeers will do the
engineering and hopefully in the
next year, we will have some lots
ready to go.

We also want to
suggest to children that may ride
their  bicycles to  school,
especially for after school
events, to purchase a lock that
will allow you to secure your
bicycle to the bike stand. (This
will help to stop anyone who has
plans on taking what does not
belong to them). Also, we have
asked the school secretary to

send us, on a monthly basis, a
calendar of after school events in
order for the officers to spot
check regularly during those
times.

We are still planning to host
a class on gangs. We had an
organizational meeting planned
for October 3, but had to cancel
because of the threat of
Hurricane Opal. We will plan for
another meeting and host this
class some time in the future.

Red Ribbon Week Activities

Police department employees

Health Department News

Contract Medical Care
New Dental Provider

Appointments

If you require transportation
to medical appointments, please
notify the Health Department of
the appointment in advance.
Appomtments should be made
no later than 3:00 p.m. for longer
distances. No transportation
will be available on Fridays,
so, DO NOT schedule appoint-
ments for Fridays.

Personal Insurance

Clients ~ with  personal
| msurance must keep the Health

Department informed of changes in
insurance coverage. Remember to
bring your insurance explanation of
benefits to the CMC office. We
need a copy to determine the
balance owed on your medical

bills.

Medical Bills/Statements

Some medical bills are not sent
to the Health Department by the
provider. - They are billed directly
to your residence. It is your
responsibility to bring those bills to
the Health Department. For ex-
ample, when you have an x-ray
done at the hospital, you will
receive another bill for the
radiology fees. You must bring
those in as soon as you receive
them.

Medicaid Clients

The  Health  Department
requires a copy of your Medicaid
card each month. Bring in any
correspondence you receive from
the Office of Family Support
concerning your Medicaid case.
We need a copy of that also.

Notification

You must notify the Health
Department office of all visits
to a physician, hospital, dentist
or other provider. Report visits
to the Health Department at
923-9955 between 7:30 a.m.
and 5 p.m. on Monday thru
Thursday and 7:30 thru 11:30
am. on Friday. Ask for
Madeline or Mildred.

Non-Emergency Care: you
are required to pick up a form
at the Health Department to
bring with you to the doctor,
hopital or other.

Emergency Care

If you have an emergency
on the weekend or when the
Health Department office is
closed, you are required to
notify the Health Department
within 72 hours. Additional
time is allowed if office 1s
closed because of a holiday. In
that case, you must call the

earliest working day.
Emergency visits must be
reported to the Health
Department  office  during

regular working hours.
